ACTIVITY OVERVIEW: An all-school College Signing Day was held in the gymnasium. 16 Seniors were showcased for their post-graduation pursuits, including the Colleges where they were accepted; thus announcing where they planned to attend.	

PREP TIME: Approx. 30 hours

MATERIALS NEEDED:  College hats, signing certificates, nameplates, PowerPoint presentation, A/V equipment, music, decorations, posters, banners, tables, chairs, tablecloths, balloons.

COST: $200

PROCEDURE: Teachers and counselors nominated Seniors.  Seniors to be showcased were selected based on an effort to diversify the student body as well as the number of Colleges and Universities represented.  Admissions representatives and mascots from Colleges and Universities were invited. School staff and student body was encouraged to wear collegiate attire. College hats representing each admitting college were created and displayed.  A PowerPoint presentation was shown, featuring an inspirational quote from each of the selected seniors.  The event culminated with each student announcing their college of choice and why, donning their college cap, and signing their certificate of intent.  Following the Senior Signing, students were broken into grade and given practical tips on how to prepare for, apply to and succeed in getting in to college.  
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
